· 10 CHILDREN AT FIRST M.E. CHURCH THIS MORNING TO BE PLACED IN NODAWAY COUNTY HOMES.

· 8 BOYS AND 2 GIRLS BETWEEN THE AGES OF 2 AND 12 -- APPLICATION FOR CHILDREN MUST BE MADE THROUGH LOCAL COMMITTEE.


Ten yawning boys and girls, who appeared tired from their long trip from New York, were in company with Mr. and Mrs. J.W. Swan, representatives of the Children’s Aid Society of New York at the First Methodist Church at 10 o’clock this morning.  Mr. and Mrs. Swan of Sedalia are here today for the purpose of placing these children in the homes of responsible Nodaway County persons who wish to take these orphan children.


There are eight boys and two girls that Mrs. Swan brought from New York, the youngest being a little boy nearly 2 years old and the eldest not over 12 years.  Through varied circumstances these children were place in children’s’ institutions throughout New York State, having good training, and are now in Missouri with Mr. and Mrs. Swan.


At the Methodist Church this morning Mr. Swan gave a talk concerning the work he and his wife are doing, about the children and the conditions under which the children are placed in homes.  Mr. Swan told of some of his experiences to the large number of men and women who had come to see the children. He made the statement that 87.5% of the children who are placed in homes make good and are a success, but that there are some who do not prove satisfactory, saying, “not all of these children turn out well”, but asking the audience, “Do all of yours?”


The ten boys and girls were mostly blondes.  A group of three from one family, the girl 7 years; two boys 10 and 12 years; a baby almost 2 years; a red-headed boy by the name of Francis, who was unusually active took the eye of many; a light haired boy, freckled and said to be a hard worker; two brothers and another boy 8 years old; all were seated on the platform with Mrs. Swan.  All the children were neat and well dressed and behaved exceedingly well for having to be seated for a considerable length of time.


Mr. Swan told those who were at the Methodist Church some of the conditions under which they permit a child to go into a home.  At 11:30 o’clock he dismissed the audience and said those who wished to make applications should see the local committee.  Mr. and Mrs. Swan and the children were again at the church at 2 o’clock this afternoon to make further arrangements.
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
